                                          

The Channel/Prevent Referral Process                                                  

It is important for you as a practitioner knowing where to go if you did have a concern that someone may be on the route to radicalisation. Below is a flow chart which aims to show the process as to which you can follow if you did have a concern of this nature. 



Practitioner identifies concern.
Who is a practitioner?
This includes all those who are in a position of care and trust e.g. a college tutor, Social worker, Mental Health worker, Nurse, Probation Officer etc.


Concern reported to safeguarding / Prevent lead (within their own establishment).
If there is immediate risk call 999
Safeguarding / Prevent lead gathers more information where possible and identifies further action required.
