Regular travellers can also obtain discounted tickets covering 40 and 120 journey from the Wiltshire Council 
offices on Milford Street in the City Centre. 
 
Senior citizens and disabled people who live in England may travel free of charge on the Park & Ride buses after 
9.30 am on weekdays and at any time on Saturdays, on production of their English National Concessionary Bus 
Pass.  Pass holders who live in Wiltshire can travel free at any time.  Anyone travelling with a pass holder will 
need to pay the normal fare, although a special £1 ticket will be available for children over the age of 7.
